After the sock collection, the socks are distrib-
uted by Dr. Withers of Mercy Hospital, the foun-
der of Operation Safety Net, who makes his 
rounds on the streets of Pittsburgh taking care of 
the homeless — checking their feet and giving 
them new socks.
